height of the pandemic, she volunteered with HFBF to connect producers to consumers through the Farm-to-Car
program.

Kono was the board chair of the Hawaii Commission for National and Community Service which administers
the AmeriCorps State programs.

Kono earned a bachelor’ s degree in agriculture economics from the University of Hawaii at Manoa and a
master’ s degree in agribusiness from Santa Clara University.
